“rip your face off” Petite, but graciously styled while still full bodied, and packed with black pepper and
sweet oak.

Winemaker’s Tasting Notes: Passionate purple in color, lively black peppery spice on
perfumey blue-blackberry fruit along with Cedary oak spice, dusty
cocoa, warm vanilla creme at finish, structured tannins for aging.
